Priority Areas For 2018-2019

Impact On Priority Areas For 2017-2018

· To promote the emotional and physical health and well-being of pupils, staff and the local community
The school provided a full programme of before and after-school clubs for the children in both Key Stage 1 and 2 including; dance, judo, fencing, gymnastics.  Also, the school participated in a wide range of inter-school competitions and were successful in gaining a place at the Merseyside finals in a number of these competitions.  The school with the help of ‘Full of Beans’ successfully provided an after-school club free of charge to promote physical activity for those children who were seen to be less active than their peers.
· To maintain the high number of pupils opting for extra-curricular activities, games and sports as well as participating in competitive sports

The number of pupils involved in extra-curricular games and sports clubs continued to rise in the academic year 2017-18.  Pupils in Y4 continued to participate in sailing activities at West Kirby Marine Lake.  Also, the school provided for both Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 a full programme of extra-curricular sports throughout the school year. All pupils in year 5/6 took part in a competitive sporting event throughout the school year including events such a cricket, hockey, cross country, new age curling, athletics, football, netball, swimming and tag rugby.
· Targeting the least active pupils by running a Change for Life Club
A number of children participated in an after-school VIP club which was run by a provider called ‘Full of Beans’.  This club focused on improving the activity levels of children in Key Stage 2 who were seen to be less active than their peers.
