In accordance with our risk assessment, just a reminder that Parents and Carers should not enter the school building unless an appointment has been made by prior arrangement.  If you need to contact school, such as to arrange dropping off medicine or a lunchbox, please email or phone the school office.  In emergency situations, where face to face appointments are the only option, this will be arranged by appointment only so that adequate social distancing arrangements can be made.  We really appreciate all of your help in preventing the spread of Coronavirus in our school community. 
When appropriate we may need to send home children or a class bubble to self-isolate for fourteen days.  These are decisions that we do not enjoy taking, but please be assured that we are liaising with the appropriate public bodies and will act accordingly.  I realise that this can cause some frustration amongst parents and carers.  As a public institution, we have delegated powers to determine who is a 'contact' and we must adhere to national guidance.  Sometimes difficult decisions have to be taken and I appreciate your understanding on this matter.
The weather is now becoming colder and the classrooms do have more windows open than usual to help with air flow.  Please ensure that your child has a school jumper/cardigan to wear to school as well as extra layers.
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On Wednesday 11th November, the school had a visit from the Health and Safety Executive (HSE).  The focus of this visit was to audit the Covid-19 procedures the school has put in place to ensure the safety of our school community.  The inspector spent the whole afternoon in school scrutinising our Covid-19 risk assessments, touring the school and having lengthy discussions with Mr Quinn and myself.
I am pleased to report the outcome of the HSE visit was very positive and the inspector was extremely happy with the Covid-19 procedures the school has implemented.
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At the moment, Year 6 pupils will sit their statutory National Curriculum Tests week commencing Monday 10th May 2021.  Please avoid booking holidays during this period of time.  KS2 SATs cannot be sat at a later date. 

Year 2 will complete their SATs during May.  Year 1 pupils will take the Phonics Screening Check and Year 4 will take the multiplication tables check during week commencing Monday 7th June 2021. 
We will also be administering the phonics check to our Y2 pupils as they missed it last year. This will take place before the end of this term.
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Due to the circumstances surrounding COVID-19 this year, we will obviously be unable to hold our Church Christmas services in the usual way.  The plan for our Church Christmas services is as follows:
Year 3/4 - Children will lead a Christmas service in Church on Thursday 17th December at 10am.  They will be socially distanced in their 3 bubbles within the church building. This will be streamed via a secure YouTube link for families to watch live and will be available to watch afterwards if parents are not able to view the live stream. 
Year 5/6 - Children will lead a Christmas service in Church on Wednesday 16th December at 10am.  They will be socially distanced in their 3 bubbles within the church building. This will be streamed via a secure YouTube link for families to watch live and will be available to watch afterwards if parents are not able to view the live stream. 
Both Foundation Stage 2 and Key Stage 1 will also have a Christmas service led by clergy in school on Tuesday 15th December. This will be done for each bubble separately.
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Thank you to all the children who took part in Children In Need on Friday 13th November.  As a school we managed to raise a fantastic total of £533!  This total will be split equally between Children In Need and Rock of Joy who will each receive £266.50 – well done and thank you everyone!
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On Friday 20th November, Class 6AP organised a whole school ‘Bring and Buy’ event to support the charity ‘Rock of Joy’.  The children in Class 6AP did an amazing job of running the different stalls and the rest of the school had a brilliant time spending their money.  The rainy weather did dampen the spirts and a wonderful total of £576 was raised.  The money raised will be used to purchase playground equipment for the Ugandan partners.  
Well done everyone and a big thank you to all of Class 6AP for organising a great event!
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Our traditional Christmas Dinner will be served on Thursday 10th December for Foundation Stage 2 and Key Stage 1 and Thursday 17th December for Key Stage 2.  This will be free for pupils in Foundation 2 and Key Stage 1.  For pupils in Key Stage 2 the cost of the Christmas Dinner will be £2.40 – please ensure that you pay in advance on ParentPay.
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Each year at Christmas we think of other children in our local area who are less fortunate than our own here at St Peter’s.  The children are invited to donate a brand-new toy or present that is wrapped with a label indicating whether it is for a boy or girl and an approximate age group.  Once again we are supporting the Charles Thompson Mission in Birkenhead and the Children’s Centre in Seacombe.  Representatives from the two groups will collect the gifts during the last week of term and the presents will be given out to children and families in these two areas during the week of Christmas.
