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In the November newsletter, I provided information regarding Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 national testing.  Since the release of November’s newsletter, the government has made changes to the national testing for this academic year.  Please see these changes below:

Key Stage 1 SATs - Reading, Maths and Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling (GPS) tests will be removed for one year, but teacher assessments in Reading, Writing and Maths will still go ahead.  Teacher assessments in Science at Key Stage 1 have been removed for this year.

The Phonics Screening Check will go ahead as planned for all Year 1 children and for those children in Year 2 who didn’t meet the expected standard during this term.

Key Stage 2 SATs - the Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling (GPS) test will be removed, but all other tests (Reading and Maths) and teacher assessments (Writing) will go ahead as planned.  Teacher assessments in Science at Key Stage 2 have been removed for this year.

The government has also confirmed that the multiplication tables check for Year 4 pupils, which was due to be delivered nationwide, will be optional in 2021.
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I would just like to say a special thank you to all the children who have taken part in our Christmas performances this year.  The children have been truly amazing and I am sure from watching these performances online you will agree they have certainly brought home the very special message of Christmas!  

Thank you so much to all our parents and grandparents for helping the children to learn their lines and for providing some of the costumes for the Foundation Stage performances.  We are very grateful for all you do in supporting our school.

Finally, I would like to thank Revd. Martin, Andy Field-Davies and Sophia Nelson for sharing the Christmas Story with our Foundation Stage and Key Stage 1 children on Tuesday morning.  I know the children and staff had a lovely time – thank you so much!
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Our thanks go out to Mrs Pryer, Mrs Hier, Mrs Jervis and all the mid-day staff for once again making the Christmas school dinner a great success.
